Date of Visit: Thursday 30th April 2026 

 Cost: £17.50 which covers transport, insurance and activities led by staff at Thoresby Estate. 

Clothing: All children come to school wearing appropriate outdoor clothing for all weather – we will 
be outdoors all day no matter what the weather is like on 30th April .
